Los Angeles Hardwood Lumberman’s Club Minutes (September 19, 1969)

The meeting was called to order at 12:45pm by President Ken Tinckler at Briars Restaurant on 9/19/1969.

Those present were: Bob King, Jerry Lapin, Ken Tinckler, Jack Havens, and Bob Sherratt.

Ken Tinckler was designated as President of the “Club”. It was then agreed that Bob King would serve as Vice President; Jerry Lapin as Treasurer; Bob Sherratt as Secretary.
We discussed the possibility that some members, because of their position in the lumber industry, i.e. calling on various lumber accounts, would be placed in an embarrassing situation due to the exclusivity and relative smallness of the size of the “Club” not permitting all to join. It was decided that all those present would not be affected and it would be up to the future potential members to weigh this problem themselves.
Bob King moved that the initiation fee be $20.00 and Annual Dues be $50.00. After much discussion it was moved that all those present be considered Charter Members and would be assessed $50.00.  It was seconded by Ken Tinckler and passed. The money collected would be placed in a bank account by the Treasurer, Jerry Lapin, and used as capital for the further development of the “Club”.

It was decided that for new members the annual dues would be $25.00 with no initiation fee.

Bob Sherratt moved that from henceforth we be known as “The Los Angeles Hardwood lumberman’s Club”. Seconded by Jerry Lapin. After discussion and other suggestions the motion was passed unanimously. 
Discussion was held concerning new members. It was decided the Charter Members would make up the membership committee. Each Charter Member would contact someone he said would like to join the club and invite them to attend the next meeting to see if they would like to join and be acceptable to the current membership. Membership would be by invitation only.
The aims of the “Club” were discussed and it was decided they would be: Friendship, Fellowship, and the Promotion of Wood Products.

It was moved and seconded that we would adapt as our theme song, “Everybody Loves Somebody Sometimes.”

The motion was made the meeting be adjourned by Ken Tinckler, seconded by Jack Havens and passed.
